This Amendment No. 4 is made and entered into this day of
, 20086, by and between the City of Columbia, Missouri (CITY),
and Jacobs Civil Inc., f/k/a Sverdrup Civil, Inc. (ENGINEER).

In consideration of the covenants, agreements and promises of the parties herein
contained, the City of Columbia, Missouri and Jacobs Civil Inc. agree to amend that certain
Agreement between the parties dated November 21, 2001 in connection with the
“Preliminary and Final design, bidding phase services and construction phase services for
approximately 4 miles of water transmission main from the McBaine Water Treatment Plant
to the vicinity of Vawter School Road”. (Hereinafter called the PROJECT), as follows:

SECTION 6 — PAYMENTS TO ENGINEER - the following shall be added and/or revised:

6.1.2.4 DELETE this section in its entirety and REPLACE with the following: “Total
payment for the Phase |IB — Preliminary and Final design, bidding phase
services and construction phase services for approximately 4 miles of water
transmission main from the McBaine Water Treatment Plant to the vicinity of
Vawter School Road as detailed in the Additional Scope of Services attached
(Attachment A3), and hereby authorized, shall not exceed $ 335,400
{(Increase of $29,100)".

Except as expressly modified by this Amendment No. 4, all of the terms and conditions of
said Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

ATTACHMENT A3 — ADDITIONAL SCOPE OF SERVICES
January 23, 2006

Phase IIB - Preliminary and Final Design, Bidding Phase Services and
Construction Phase Services for the Finished Water Transmission Main
City of Columbia Water and Light Department (CW&.L)

Following is a summary of the additional scope for Phase iIB - the Preliminary and Final
design, bidding phase services and construction phase services for approximately 4 miles
of water transmission main from the McBaine Water Treatment Plant to the vicinity of
Vawter School Road.

Potential Cost Saving Measures

Subsequent to the receipt of bids and your request that Jacobs review the design and
provide potential cost saving measures, we identified about 10 potential items which may
result in a reduction to the project construction cost. Jacobs has presented these items to
the City and your staff to obtain your concurrence on going forward with the design
modifications. Based upon these discussions, the City has instructed us to proceed with
some of the potential cost saving measures which will require modifications to the drawings
and specifications which were prepared and bid in November 2005. The design
modifications, include the following items:

e Construct the water transmission main under the existing Levee at the Water
Treatment Plant using open cut methods instead of jack & bore methods. Jacobs
will need to review the site constraints to see if this is feasible, paying particular
attention to maintaining the integrity of the existing gate structure. In addition,
Jacobs will need to specify the re-compaction requirements to maintain the integrity
of the Levee.

¢ Utilization of Horizontal Directional Drilling (HDD) as a Bid Alternate in lieu of Jack
& Bore Installation methods at the three (3) creek crossings (2 on Perche and 1 on
Hinkson). Jacobs will develop the design of the 3 crossings as alternates using
High Density Polyethylene Pipe. Jacobs anticipates at least four additional
drawings would need to be prepared and included with the revised bid documents.
Jacobs will submit a Draft of these additional drawings to the City prior bidding and
participate in a conference call to review comments from the City.

Bid Phase Services

Jacobs will provide bid phase services required to rebid the project which will include;
conducting another prebid meeting, responding to questions from the potential bidders,
issuing Addenda to the Bidding Documents, and reviewing the bids and preparing a
recommendation for award to the City.

Subject: Amendment #4 to the Jacobs Civil, Inc. contract for
Phase |I-B was for the Final Plans and Design of the Second 36"
Water Transmission Main.

SUMMARY: Council has previously authorized an agreement with
Jacobs Civil, Inc. for expansion of water production facilities including
the design of an 8 MGD expansion of the Columbia water treatment
plant, the second 36" water transmission main, and a review of the
Northeast Pressure Zone hydraulic modeling. This proposed
$29,100.00 amendment #4 is for increased services involved in the re-
bidding and the additional design changes for the second 36" water
transmission main portion of the contract.

DISCUSSION: The City Council has previously approved a contract
with Jacobs Civil (Sverdrup Engineering) for three different phases of
planning and design work for the water system. Phase | was the initial
work for the preliminary design and cost estimates for various water
bulk supply facilities. Phase |I-A was authorized for the final planning
and design of the 8 MGD addition to the McBaine water treatment
plant. Phase |I-B was for the Final Plans and Design of the Second 36"
Water Transmission Main. An additional amendment was approved
for Phase Il for the hydraulic computer modeling work related to
improvements to the North East Pressure Zone.

This proposed Amendment #4 will cover the additional engineering
work provided during the re-bidding and the additional design changes
to the second 36" water transmission main. The work included
evaluating alternative construction methods and reissuing the contract
for bid. The amendment #4 work will cost $29,100. The total amount
of the work under the contract is $335,400 including Amendment #4.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: That Council authorize Amendment #4 to

the Jacobs Civil, Inc. contract for engineering services for water
system for the 36" water transmission main.
