SK Run/Walk and Nature Expo Planned on National Trails Day

The city of Columbia’s Parks and Recreation Department is planning a 5K Run/Walk and Trailside Nature Expo
on June 3 in honor of National Trails Day.

The Columbia Parks and Recreation Department manages more than 30 miles of trails throughout its park system,
including the MKT Nature/Fitness Trail, the Bear Creek Trail and the Hinkson Creek Trail.
