Weddings 
The City of Columbia Municipal Court performs free weddings on the 2nd and 4th Friday of each month in the beautiful historic municipal court room on the 2nd floor of the Howard Building at 600 East Broadway.  A Municipal Judge performs the civil ceremony of marriage. 
If a couple chooses to get married in Municipal Court they will need to obtain a marriage license from the Boone County Recorder of Deeds at (573)886-4350 or https://www.showmeboone.com/recorder/MarriageLicense.asp.  
Once the couple obtains their marriage license they need to provide it to the Municipal Court Clerk’s Office no later than the Monday prior to the scheduled date of the wedding.  The couple will be given two licenses, one which will be returned to the Recorder of Deeds Office by the Municipal Court Clerk’s Office, and one which is given to the couple after their wedding ceremony. 
To schedule a wedding, the couple should contact the Municipal Court Clerk’s Office at (573)874-7234.
