Re: Transfer of Funds for Tree Maintenance and Planting along Street Right of Way

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Staff has prepared for Council consideration legislation authorizing the transfer of funds from the Annual
Street Landscaping capital project account to Street Division maintenance landscape operating account, to
be used for maintaining. planting, and removing diseased or dead trees within the street right of way.

DISCUSSION:

In 2011 the City of Columbia applied for and received a Tree Resource Improvement and Maintenance
(TRIM) grant from the Missouri Department of Conservation. The funds were used to inventory and identify
dead and/or diseased trees in the Old Southwest Neighborhood between Stadium Boulevard, Providence
Road and Broadway. Seventy-four (74) critical or dead frees were identified, as well as an additional sixty
(60} trees in poor condition, all in need of immediate removal. In addition, Right of Way tree planting and re-
planting is needed on a number of streets throughout the City.

Street division's landscaping budget is only $28,902 annually. This transfer of funds, in the amount of $150,000
from the Annual Street Landscaping capital project account, will allow staff to improve landscaping, and
safety for motorists and pedestrians, by removing dead and/or diseased trees and planting new trees along
street right of way.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Staff is requesting a transfer of funds in the amount of $150,000 from the Annual Street Landscaping capital
project account to Street Division maintenance landscape operating account. The current balance of the
Annual Street Landscaping capital project account is $395,276.
