Ward said “Let’s Talk, Columbia! 2006” facilitators and participants had a reunion on March 4, 2006.
There was good feedback from the March Community Circle. The topic was race and was a
continuation of previous circle discussions. The next Community Circle will be April 24 and the topic
will be Restorative Justice. The May Community Circle on the 18 and the topic will be poverty.

Staff is working on First Ward dialogue series.

Staff is assisting with the University of Missouri Center for Religion, Professions and the Public,
Campus and Community Colloquies and the University of Missouri Theatre Department’s production
of “Nickel and Dimed” along with the follow-up talk back session.

Glaze noted she will not be at the April meeting so Snell will chair that meeting.
